When Samuel anointed David king, his family

clearly understood the signiﬁcanoe.

1) The oil was holy and could never be care-
lessly used (Ex. 30:32-33),

2) Anointingcarried divine authority. When
a person was anointed king, no one questioned it,
even if they didn’t care for the person anocinted (2
Kings %:11-13).

3) The anointed person was considered holy
(separared unto God) (Ex 30:22-33; 1 Sam. 24:6-
7) and enjoyed divine favour (Psa. 23:5; 92:10).

4] The anointed person hadspecial power from
God (1 Sam. 10:1, 9; 16:13; Isa. 61:1; Zech. 4:1-14).

Thus, in the NT, anointing was applied to the
cutpouring of the Spirit of God (Acrs 10:38; 1 John
20T
